2015 Updates for Social Security Work Incentives
New Changes effective January 1, 2015
· Substantial Gainful Activity (SGA) is  $1,090 
· Substantial Gainful Activity (SGA) for Blind is  $1,820
· Trial Work Period (TWP) monthly ‘trigger’ amount is  $780
· TWP monthly ‘trigger’ for self-employed is also $780 or 80 hours per month

· Student Earned Income Exclusion for SSI is $1,780 per month,
     not to exceed  $7,180 per year.

Social Security Payments for 2015
New Changes  
· SSDI and SSI Cost of Living Adjustment is 1.7% increase
· Supplemental Security Income (SSI) is $733 single/$1,100 couple

· Break Even Point (point where SSI payment becomes $0) $1,551
· New enrollee’s premium for Medicare Part B is $104.90/mo. 
Did You Know?
Facts to consider for 2015
· Average Monthly Income of an Unemployed Disabled Worker is   $1,146 – which is $13,752 yearly, barely above FPL of $11,670    
· Yearly SSI payments to a single person are $8,796 – which is less than 76% of the Federal Poverty Level (FPL)
